Lever

1.	 Pass the main supply cable and supply wires from fixtures 
through the hub openings on the bottom of the smart 
repeater hub. Each hub opening can accept four cables.

2.	 Strip each end of supply cable pigtail. 
3.	 Open the lever on the terminal block connectors.
4.	 Insert one side of the  pigtail into a port on one of the 

terminal blocks and push the lever down to secure the 
connection.

5.	 Insert the other pigtail of the cable into the opposite port on 
the terminal block and push the lever down to secure the 
connection.

Use the same methods to connect other supply cables to the 
smart repeater hub.

HOW TO RESTORE THE DEFAULT SETTINGS

To restore the smart repeater hub to its factory default settings, 
perform the following steps:
1.	 Locate the end of the input wire to the smart repeater hub.
2.	 With the power on to the smart repeater hub, disconnect the 

end of the hub’s wire for 1-2 seconds. 
3.	 Reconnect the wire so that the smart repeater hub turns on.
4.	 Repeat steps 2-3 for a total of five (5) off-on cycles.
5.	 On the fifth ON cycle, leave the wire connected The smart 

repeater hub should now be successfully reset to factory default 
settings and ready to onboard.

Once the smart repeater hub has been successfully factory reset 
to your lighting system, select the corresponding device name to 
operate the hub and/or return to another menu. For any further 
questions, please contact AMP customer service.
